Course Etiquette

As part of the USGA rules of Golf, the golf Etiquette provides guidelines on the manner
the game of golf should be played. The overriding principle is that consideration should
be shown to others on the course at all times. For instance, the etiquette when comes to
Pace of Play reads as follows:

“It is a group’s responsibility to keep up with the group in front. If it loses a clear hole and
it is delaying the group behind, it should invite the group behind to play through, irrespec-
tive of the number of players in that group. Where a group has not lost a clear hole, but it
is apparent that the group behind can play faster, it should invite the faster moving group
to play through.”

Our RHGC Committee has posted the pace of play timeline on every hole to ease the
applicability of the Pace of Play etiquette. It might be fair to say that if a group is any-
where between 5 to 10 mn behind the posted hole time, and it is clearly delaying the
group behind, consideration should be given to invite the group behind to play through.
