FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 
GENERAL Tournament Info 
1. What is the format for the Oilman’s Golf Tournament? 
The tournament follows a Texas Scramble format. Each team consists of 4 players and plays 18 holes. All 
players tee off, the best ball is selected, and the first ball holed counts. 
 
2. How are tee shots handled? 
Each player’s tee shot must be used at least 3 times during the round. Men play from white tees; women from 
the red. To qualify for individual hole prizes (e.g., longest drive), the team must use the designated tee shot. 
 
3. Are mulligans allowed? 
Yes. Mulligans may be purchased at the Captain’s Event (Oct 23) or during registration (Oct 24), unless included 
in a sponsorship package. Mulligans are sold in packs of 4 (1 per player), with a maximum of 4 per team. 
 
4. What if a team member is late or missing? 
Organizers will attempt to fill the spot with a waitlisted player. If unavailable, please review the Three Player 
Team Rule in the Conditions of Play document. Teams must have at least 3 players to be prize-eligible. 
 
5. What handicap should players use?            
Their handicap index—not the slope-adjusted course handicap. 
 
6. How is team handicap allowance calculated? 
Team handicap is 10% of the total playing handicaps (whole numbers and decimals included). 
 
7. What is the maximum handicap allowed?     
 Maximum handicap: 26 for men, 32 for women. 
 
8. Is there a minimum age for players?      
No, but players under 21 must have an official handicap index. 
 
9. How are waitlisted players handled? 
Waitlisted players will be on standby for both shotgun sessions. Any team member not registered 30 minutes 
before start time may be replaced. 
 
10. What are the registration and start times? 

• Morning Shotgun: Registration opens at 6:00 AM; play begins at 7:00 AM 
• Afternoon Shotgun: Registration opens at 11:00 AM; play begins at 12:30 PM 
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11. What measures prevent slow play?      
Volunteer marshals will monitor pace of play. Please follow their guidance. Disputes should be directed to the 
organizing committee. 
 
12. What meals are provided for players? 

• Breakfast: 6:00–7:30 AM at the Clubhouse 
• BBQ Lunch: 11:00 AM–2:00 PM between the Clubhouse and Hole 18 Green, sponsored by Packers Plus 
• Gala at Ad Diwan: 6:30PM doors open, the event begins at 7:00PM 

 

PRIZES 
13. Are there prize flights? 
Yes—Flights A, B, C, and D. Trophies awarded to 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place teams in each flight. Overall Champions 
are determined by highest team point total. 
 
14. What other prizes are available?      
There are additional prizes for Overall Low Net winning team and Individual hole prizes (every hole features a 
skill challenge sponsored by a hole sponsor). 

 
15. Can professional players win prizes?      
Yes, if they have an official handicap index. 
 
GALA DINNER 
16. How do I receive gala dinner tickets? 
Team captains will receive tickets during registration. Captains must distribute tickets to team members and 
guests. Additional guest tickets (SAR 200) may be purchased at the Captain’s Event or on October 24, subject 
to availability. 
 
17. When and where is the Gala Dinner?     
 Ad Diwan, approx. 500 meters from RHGC Clubhouse 

• Doors open: 6:30 PM   |   Program begins: 7:00 PM   |   Event ends: 10:00 PM 
 

18. Is a ticket required for entry?     
 Yes. All attendees must present a valid ticket for entry. 
 
19. What is the dress code?     
 Smart casual. 
 
20. Are special dietary options available?      
Yes, a variety of dietary accommodations will be offered. 
 
21. Is parking available?      
Yes, ample parking is available at the venue. 
 
22. How many guests per table?      
Tables seat up to 8 guests. Reserved tables for major sponsors; Open seating available for all other attendees. 
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23. Is there a minimum age for entry?      
No age restriction. 
 
24. What is the structure of the Gala Dinner?  
Dinner will be served from 6:30–10:00 PM. Prize presentations occur throughout the evening. 
 
25. Can I bring extended family?      
Yes, extended family members are welcome provided they have a ticket. The venue is wheelchair accessible. 
 
26. Will there be raffles or giveaways?
